ISSUE

At the June 24, 2022, MWMC meeting, the Commission approved Resolution 22-06 (Attachment 1) for
staff to negotiate and execute a contract amendment with The Freshwater Trust for Phase 2 Credit
Program Manager Services at a not-to-exceed amount of $9,548,000 with 15% future amendment
authority. The final contract amendment is nearing readiness to execute this fall in tandem with the
issuance of the MWMC's renewed National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit by
the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ).

At the October 14, 2022, MWMC meeting, staff will update the Commission on the final conditions of The
Freshwater Trust contract amendment and the relevant corresponding NPDES permit obligations.

BACKGROUND

As recited in Resolution 22-06, the MWMC has a regulatory compliance goal to produce a fixed number
of temperature trading credits within 5 years of the NPDES permit effective date. The MWMC contracted
with The Freshwater Trust in 2019 to initiate Phase 1 Credit Program Manager Services to coordinate the
MWMC’s Water Quality Trading Program with the Pure Water Partners collaborative in the McKenzie
watershed and to scope the MWMC's program needs to define costs for the Phase 2 compliance
program. The Phase 2 contract amendment establishes contractual services to deliver and maintain the
regulatory obligated credits for a period of 20 years.

With the start of the MWMC's 2022/2023 fiscal year (FY22/23), MWMC Project P80080 for Riparian Shade
Credit Program services closed and a new MWMC Project P80112 for Water Quality Trading Program
services commenced. All pilot credit-generation projects under P80080 will be maintained for MWMC
regulatory compliance via the Phase 2 contract amendment under P80112.
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DISCUSSION

At the June 24, 2022, MWMC meeting, staff presented an overview of the basis, intentions, and
framework for the Phase 2 Credit Program Manager Services. At the October 14, 2022, MWMC meeting,
staff will update the Commission on the final NPDES permit and Water Quality Trading Plan conditions
and on the outcomes of the negotiated Phase 2 contract amendment with The Freshwater Trust.
